Appreciation of Standards: Toy Play

Free Play — Toys Touched

This chart is for recording the specific order in which the child touched the twelve free play toys and how s/he played with them. The toys are labeled across the top of the page and the first column is for Play Bout number. Number the bouts sequentially from the top. A play bout is defined as any kind of manipulation of the toy. If the child just touches the toy without actually manipulating it in some way, a play bout is not recorded.

The first time a child plays with each toy, record the time on the stopwatch in the box under the appropriate toy column. If the child does not play with a toy for the entire 15 minute Free Play, record 777 for the Latency.

For each play bout, note in the corresponding Comments box whether the child brought the toy to mother (B) or either of the two examiners (E). Record a (P) if the child points to the flawed portion of any of the flawed toys.

There is no need to keep track of how long each play bout lasts nor to record additional times the child may play with a toy that has already been manipulated.

When you are finished viewing, record the latencies for each toy in seconds at the bottom of the page, in the row marked Latency.

Record only:

(1) latency of 1st touch of each toy

    in comments column:

(2) ‘B’ if child brings toy to mother

(3) ‘E’ if child offers toy to examiner
